MOBBERLEY: Parking is available in the Mobberley Victory Hall and along Mill Lane near the Bull’s Head. There is a bowls tournament on today so Please do not park by, or opposite, the bowling green. Be aboard the coaches ready to leave at 9:30 prompt.

CHESTER: (there is a map on the back of this sheet)

(T) Town Hall There is a large (slightly uneven) stone-flagged area outside the town hall. The flags near the statue offer probably the best surface or, failing that, the brick pavers near the phone box. During the morning there is some other entertainment with which we need to ‘interlace’.

(E) Eastgate Street This is a wide pedestrianised zone with a brick surface. Dance at the end of the zone, between the NatWest Bank and Browns of Chester.

(X) The Cross marks the centre of Chester. Dance on the stone flags outside the Church

(B) Bridge Street. Another pedestrianised zone with brick pavers. Dance just uphill of the narrows between South and Chez Gerrard.

(R) The Bandstand is by the river, a little way out of the centre, but is picturesque! Dance on the slightly sloping stone flags or, if you’re daring, on the bandstand itself! For a sneaky way down to this spot, enter the Grosvenor Shopping Centre from Eastgate Steet (under my arrow on the map) then look for the hidden passageway next to Ann Summers. This takes you out onto the wall, which offers good views and leads down to the river.

(L) Lunch For those that have ordered it, lunch is arranged at the Bear and Billet on Lower Bridge St at 12:30. There is plenty of seating on the upper two floors. Please have your meal tickets ready.

Finalé: Please assemble in Bridge Street at 3:30 when we will attempt a massed Plymouth Reel. It’s a simple ranting dance. I’ll provide a little instruction but, if you’re lost, just copy the person in front. Musicians: Soldiers Joy in D in the sequence ABx5 please. Then, if you are returning to Mobberley, please return to the coaches ready to leave ASAP. We like to collect a small token for the driver on the return journey.

After the tour: If you are staying or need some refreshment before you leave, the Victory Hall will be open again when we return. Teas, coffees and biscuits will be available for those that will. The fish and chip supper is due at 6:30 and the ceilidh starts at 8pm. There is a licensed bar. The Bull’s Head and Roebuck Inn are nearby if you need a drink earlier.
